e Guard/Reserves: 10 years’ experience, or five years’ experience with 12 months active-duty deployment

e Military Occupational Specialty (MOS), time of service and an honorable discharge must be verified on a DD-214
member copy 4 (submitted in application)

24 semester hours of related postsecondary coursework verified on an official transcript to include a minimum of
three (3) semester hours of content coursework in four (4) of the areas listed in the table below OR

Hold valid and current AWS welding or AWS certified welding inspector certification, NOCTI certification exams,
NAM-endorsed manufacturing skills certification, MSSC certified production technical credential, NIMS certifications
or SME certified manufacturing technologist certification.
