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Overview

The Colorado Education Data Analysis and Reporting system (CEDAR) is a private, secure system which provides
student level data to authorized users. Access to student-level data is limited to educators who have need for
such data.

Often CEDAR is referred to as COGNOS since COGNOS is the software currently powering the Colorado
Education Data Analysis and Reporting system (CEDAR).

Reports in CEDAR/COGNOS have multiple purposes. Some are used as operational reports to assist data
respondents in looking up specific information on students, file/snapshot errors, and students missing from a
snapshot due to profile errors. Other reports are used to validate data when finalizing a data collection. Many
reports also provide districts with a preview of data that will be published based upon specific data collections.
(i.e., attendance)

Attendance CEDAR/COGNOS reports are focused on the information needed to accurately report student’s
attendance information throughout the entire school year for each school.

Extracting an Excel File

For example, the 2021-2022
school year is shown as ‘2021’ on these reports since it is reflecting the Student October data collection that takes place
during the fall semester.

Gifted and Talented SASID Lookup

This report allows a lookup by SASID for historical gifted and talented information for a student. The Gifted and

Talented SASID Lookup can lookup one to multiple SASIDs. Once the report is run, the students will be listed on the
left-hand side along with their SASID, Last Name, First Name and Date of Birth. Current Year information and Prior

Year information are then displayed for each student. Each record will have a District Code, School Code and all 14

gifted fields listed within that year’s information. For example, if 2023-2024 is run for the report, Student School
Association information for 2023-2024 is listed in the Current Year and 2022-2023 Student October information is

listed in the Prior Year row.

Attendance Operational Reports

Definitions

Total Days Attended, Total Days Excused, Total Days Unexcused, Total Possible Days

Total Days Attended is the aggregate number of days the student attended school. If the student attended for at least
half of a day, it should be counted as a full day of attendance. Total Days Excused is the aggregate number of days the
student had excused absences (out of school). Absence due to a suspension is excused. A student that is tardy is not
considered to be absent. If the student missed more than half a day, the student would be considered as full day
absence. Total Days Unexcused is the aggregate number of days the student was absent (out of school), without being
excused by a parent/guardian. Again, a student who is tardy is not considered to be absent. If the student missed more
than half a day, the student would be considered absent the full day. Total Possible Days is the aggregate number of
days the student would have attended school if there had been no absences. Expelled students are included until the
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date of expulsion. This total must equal the sum of Total Days Attended, Total Days Excused and Total Days Unexcused.

Habitually Truant

Truancy is defined as an unexcused absence. The rate is calculated by dividing the reported Total Student Days
Unexcused Absences by the Total Student Days Possible. A student is counted as habitually truant if the student has four
unexcused absences in one month and/or 10 unexcused absences in one school year. There are three separate codes
and criteria for habitually truant students:

0 | Student was not habitually truant

Truant Four or More Days in a Month — The student had four total days of Unexcused Absences from a public school in any one

calendar month: calculated by the sum of unexcused absences converted to days and fractions of days.

Truant Ten or More Days in a School Year — The student had ten or more total days of Unexcused Absences, but never accumulated

2 | four or more total days of unexcused absences from that public school in any one calendar month: calculated by the sum of unexcused
absences converted to days and fractions of days.

Truant for Both Conditions — The student had both four (or more) total days of Unexcused Absences from the reporting public school in
3 | any one calendar month and ten or more total days unexcused absences from the same public school during the reported school year;
calculated by the sum of unexcused absences converted to days and fractions of days.

Chronically Absent

A student absent 10% or more of the days enrolled during the school year is considered chronically absent. For the chronically
absent calculation, all absences are included — unexcused, excused and suspensions. The rate is the percentage of students
enrolled that are indicated as chronically absent. A student is considered absent if the student is not physically on school
grounds and is not participating in instruction or instruction-related activities at an approved off-grounds location for the school
day. Chronically absent students only include our K-12 population. For the Attendance Snapshot, chronically absent is an internal
flag that utilizes information from other data elements to flag. This is, again, calculated using the sum of Total Days Unexcused
and Total Days Excused divided by the Total Days Possible. If this comes out 10% or greater, then the student is indicated as ‘Y’
(Yes), if less than 10% then ‘N’ (No).

Attendance, Chronic Absenteeism and Truancy Data by School

This report contains a school summary of attendance data. The Average Daily Membership (ADM) is calculated by
taking the sum of the Total Number of Days Attended divided by Average Length of School Year for each school. The
Student Total Days Attended, Student Total Days Excused, Student Total Days Unexcused and Student Total Days
Possible are summed for all students in that school. The Count of Habitually Truant Students (4 or more days in 1
Month), Count of Habitually Truant Students (10 or more days in 1 Year), Count of Habitually Truant Students (met
both conditions) and Number of Students with Chronic Absenteeism only count students once per school. For example,
if a student met the threshold for Chronic Absenteeism twice while attending the school throughout the year, the
student will only be counted once in that column.
